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Innovative CTE Pathway Development

Background:

The Delaware State Plan for Career & Technical Education (CTE) includes a competitive grant opportunity for eligible LEAs.  The purpose of the grant is to develop new or enhance existing CTE pathways.  Funds for this grant opportunity are provided through the Carl. D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006.  In FY 2011, a total of $200,000 will be awarded statewide.

Eligible Applicants:

All secondary LEAs including charter schools that are eligible to receive Perkins funding are eligible to apply.

Funding Priorities:

In order to be eligible for award, proposals must:

· Describe why proposal is innovative including

a. How the proposal is unique, forward-looking, and/or state-of-the-art

b. How the proposal will prepare students for high need, high demand, and high wage careers

· Describe new or improved CTE Pathway including 

a. Link to specific career area

b. Total number of credits earned in pathway

c. Course sequence and course content

d. Specific CTE standards addressed in each course

· Explain CTE and Academic Integration Activities including


a. Which academic content standards will be integrated in pathway curriculum

b. How academic content standards will be taught within each CTE course

c. What professional development will be provided to CTE teachers to ensure academic content standard integration

If the review committee determines that a proposal does not address all of the criteria above, the submitting institution shall be notified that the proposal is not eligible for funding.


Proposals are also encouraged to address:  
· Integration of new career area technologies 

· Availability of industry-based end-of-pathway assessments/skill attainment.
Payment Schedule:

Final disbursements are based on the amount of funds available to fund local projects. The Delaware Department of Education has final review and sign off for funding.


Institutions awarded funds receive formal notification of the announcement of the award. Grants to recipients will be transferred to the LEA responsible for the implementation of the project.  
Additional Financial Information:

The LEA must submit a budget on DOE FY11 Federal budget forms.  The LEA must also follow established Delaware Department of Education amendment and reporting procedures.  The grant recipient will settle all accounts directly.  The Delaware Department of Education will not directly pay suppliers, vendors, project staff, or other costs.

If for any reason an institution needs to substitute for an item on the original proposal, they must submit proposed changes to the Department of Education in writing, and await formal approval before proceeding. Substitutions must further enhance the same articulated technical area as identified in the original proposal.

Length of Awards:
Institutions awarded must spend all project funds during FY 2011 and submit an end-of-year report with documentation detailing funds dispersal (i.e., copies of Purchase Orders, etc.). The report will be used to determine future eligibility for this program.
Reporting Requirements:
A summative project evaluation report is required for compliance with federal reporting mandates.  Included with the report should be copies of materials developed with grant funds.  Specific information about report content and format will be provided in a timely fashion to grant recipients.
Acknowledgment:
All publications and project materials developed with funding from this grant program must contain a statement that they were developed under Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006.  Additionally, the federal government retains the right for five years to use, as it sees fit, any materials developed with federal program funds.

· Submit one proposal for each separate project. Attach any supporting documents, including DOE FY11 federal budget sheets.

· Completed forms must be received in the Career and Technical Education (CTE) office by 4:30 PM on December 10, 2010.

12. Feasibility

14. Certifications of Compliance and Assurances (signature page  may be faxed or sent via state mail – these are not included in the 15 page limit)
