Frequently Asked Questions

Who determines if a child is a migrant student?

The state recruiter will interview the family and determine if the child meets the eligibility criteria of a migrant student.

Are all immigrants considered migrants?

No, a child’s immigrant status is of no significance when determining their eligibility for the Migrant Education Program.  The determination that a child is migrant is based on the child’s mobility and the work of that the parent does.  

How long is a child eligible for services?

A child has 36 months of eligibility beginning on their last qualifying move date.  The qualifying move date is determined by when the child arrived in the new state or school district and when the guardian began working.  

Do migrant students receive free lunch at school?

Yes.

How can the school help?

A school can be of great assistance to the recruiter by checking the children “migrant” in eSchool Plus if they answer yes to the three “migrant questions” in the registration packet.

What are the three “migrant questions?”

1. Have you moved across state or district lines in the last three years?

2. Do you or have you worked in the agriculture, fishing, food processing, dairy, or poultry industries?

3. Was your move related to your work?

If I am the parent of a migrant student how may I get involved with my child’s education?
· Contact the state Migrant Education office

· Volunteer time at your child’s school

· Read daily with your child

· Attend parent-teacher conferences.  (Help with translation can be provided.)

· Know what your child is learning in school and ask questions daily

· Help your child with his/her homework

· Be a role model to your child and demonstrate the value placed on a quality education
