a. Describe the program goals, performance indicators, performance objectives, and data sources that the State has established for its use in assessing the effectiveness of the program in improving the academic and vocational and technical skills of students participating in the program.

All eligible children and youth who are designated as neglected and delinquent are included in the State’s testing program. As with all other schools and districts in the state, the results of this are used to access the effectiveness of the N & D Program. The overall goal is to provide services (academic and non-academic) to children and youth who have been placed in local and state institutions. The program goals, performance indicators, and objectives are the same as for all other public school children. This includes providing supplemental services to this population to ensure that each student has the opportunity to meet the state’s content standards.  The program leadership staff is included in all applicable SEA programs and activities. Staff development and technical assistance is provided to ensure that information programmatic and curriculum/ instruction is available at the same level as to all schools and districts.
b. Describe how the SEA is assisting projects funded under the program in facilitating the transition of youth from correctional facilities to locally operated programs.

The SEA mandates that the correctional facilities develop transitional plans to facilitate the transition of youth to locally operated programs or schools. The State provides guidance on developing transitional strategies to be used with this population and provides a venue for networking with school districts through the School Improvement Quarterly meetings, Fall Institute, and other professional development and technical assistance activities.
c. Describe how the funds reserved under section 1418 will be used for transition services for students leaving institutions for schools served by LEAs, or postsecondary institutions or vocational and technical training programs.

The State requires and mandates that the N&D agencies allocate funds for transition that includes transition plans with goals and strategies to meet the needs of these students.  The agencies will develop these plans and will be part of their consolidated grant application.
