Delaware request for waivers included within the state application of the ESEA, Title I, Part A §1003(g) School Improvement Grant, specifically:
1. Waive the definition of “persistently lowest-achieving schools” contained in section I.A.3 of the final requirements for the School Improvement Grants (SIG) program (74 FR 65618 (Dec. 10, 2009)) and the use of that definition in section I.A.1(a) and (b) of those final requirements, as amended (75 FR 3375 (Dec. 21, 2010))

2. Waive section 1116(b)(12) of ESEA to permit LEAs to allow persistently low achieving schools that participate in SIG and implement the turnaround or the restart model beginning in the 2012-2013 school year to "start over" in the school improvement timeline

3. Waive the 40 percent poverty threshold eligibility requirements in section 1114(a)(1) of ESEA to permit LEAs with schools participating in SIG to implement schoolwide programs
