Evidence Requirements for Delaware Science Coalition Districts

Term: Delaware Science Coalition – A Coalition of districts and charter schools whose curriculum is that of the Delaware Department of Education’s approved curricular units and assessments directly matched to the Delaware Science Content Standards.
Term: Delaware Science Coalition  Unit Template: Using the Understanding by Design Framework, all Delaware Science Coalition curricular units are accordingly mapped onto templates that include for each curricular unit: (1) standards and grade level expectations, (2) big ideas, (3) enduring understandings and essential questions, (4) summative and formative assessments, (5) lesson summaries, (6) resources and (7) accommodation tips.

Completion of these templates has been the work of all Coalition member districts.

In lieu of stated Evidence Criteria on Form 2, Category III, member districts of the Delaware Science Coalition may submit the following for the elementary and/or secondary evidence requirements:

Statement by Curriculum Director or Supervisor of Science stating (1) Name of the Delaware Science Coalition curricular units designated as the enacted curricular program within the district per grade level (e.g. FOSS Solids and Liquids, Delaware Watersheds), and (2) Statement assuring that the Delaware Science Coalition Summative Assessments corresponding to the enacted curricular units are used by all students as a means of assessing student progress towards the Delaware Science Standards.
