FAQ’s

Can a district submit Category 5 (Clarification #6) for some grade clusters and not others? 


Yes.  However, K-12 member districts who elect to use category 5 (Clarification #6) MUST use this for grade clusters K-4, 4-5, AND 6-8.  Separate evidence from other categories may be used for grade cluster 9-12. 
For grades 9-12, if a district elects not to use Category 5 (Clarification #6) but chooses to submit Category 3 (Scope and Sequence with Representative Units and Assessment), can some of the units submitted be Delaware Science Coalition units? 


Yes.  Category 3 requires three units to be submitted from two different courses or multiple units to be submitted for the same course if different levels are taught.  The district may submit the unit templates from the Delaware Science Coalition units for part of the evidence required, given that the units are the instructional program for that course or level. The district is then required to submit district units to meet the required three unit submission. 
For Coalition member high schools, can Category 5 (Clarification #6) be used if the district uses the designated 9th and 10th grade curriculum? 


Yes. Category 5 (Clarification #6) may be used if the district follows the Coalition curriculum as designated for the grade level (e.g., Coalition curriculum for grade 9 is used in grade 9).  Use of Category 5 indicates that the member district uses the 9th and 10th grade curriculum and assessment as the foundation of the instructional program and has good faith in continuing with the 11th grade curriculum as it becomes available. 

Can a district submit three units from the same grade level within a cluster (i.e., three units from grade 10)? 


Yes. For Category 3, districts may submit three units from the same grade level or from mixed grade levels so long as the instructional program is the same for all students.  However, if the district does not offer the same instructional program to all students then a unit must be submitted for EACH program.  For example, if a district offers multiple levels of biology at 10th grade (College Prep BIO, Honors BIO, General BIO) then the district would need to submit three units for EACH of the levels.  In the example given, this amounts to 9 units.  (See Clarification #5 on the DOE website). 
Can districts submit two or three units that address the same standard such as Standard 2, Materials and Their Properties? 


No.  In a particular grade cluster, each of the three units submitted must focus on a different standard or combination of standards.  The only exception is if a district chooses to submit units from one grade level and follows the requirements in Clarification #5.
