See Form 2, Local Curriculum Alignment Scoring Rubric Category III, Column 2 (Evidence Criteria), Scoring Element #4 (“Evidence that all sections or homerooms (k-2, 3-5 only) follow the submitted Scope & Sequence”).  

Clarification: Element #4 is not required for Category III evidence submitted on behalf of the Middle School Cluster or High School Cluster.  Therefore, the Form should have noted that there are a total of six elements to be scored at the Middle and High School cluster levels.  Districts planning to submit Category III evidence of local curriculum alignment at the Middle School and/or High School level should note the following expectation (Middle School or High School Cluster level only):

Demonstrated Alignment = Satisfactory evidence of six elements [Elements #1, 2, 3, 5, 6, and 7] representing evidence of alignment.
Conditional Alignment = Five of the six required elements (#1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 7) are present, but evidence of alignment is missing, or a narrow range of GLEs are demonstrated in submitted units.
No Alignment =Four or less of the listed elements (#1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 7) are submitted and/or no alignment evidence.
