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Form 2 Local Curriculum Alignment Scoring Rubric- Category I Expectations

Two requirements exist for Category I evidence.  First, the submitted narrative must describe the multi-year trends in provided DSTP disaggregated district profile, with linking of existing instructional alignment, instructional assistance to specific student subgroups, and/or professional development activities for teachers and administrators.  Second, the narrative must describe specific efforts such as monitoring, formative assessment/evaluation activities, or new alignment activities intended to address the areas of concern highlighted in the district data. 
In general, Category I is intended to provide the district with an opportunity to detail the big picture of needs assessment and aligning of curriculum and instruction to assure all students succeed.  Category I Narrative has much in common with each district’s Consolidated Application Evaluation Report required each year.  For purposes of Regulation 502 alignment evidence review, districts should consider using portions of that report as part of the Category I narrative.

            Description of Acceptable District Category I Narrative:

The Category I Narrative submitted by the district details thoroughly the trends represented in the DSTP district profile, as well as the array of alignment activities, teacher professional development, and data-based instructional adjustments in use in both ELA and Mathematics across each of the four cluster levels (Primary, Elementary, Middle, and High School).

            Description of Incomplete Category I Narrative:
The Narrative submitted by the district did not make specific comment of planned activities or activities currently underway to address identified issues with (writing, reading, mathematics) performance gaps/decreases in several student subgroups at the (_________e.g. middle ) school level.  Was this an inadvertent omission?   Detailed discussion about interventions at Elementary and High School levels were noted and are acceptable.
