In lieu of stated Evidence Criteria listed on Form 2, Category III,   participating Reading First Schools may submit the following evidence items deemed appropriate and sufficient to meet the expectation of aligned local curriculum for grades Kindergarten-Grade 2 (K-2 Cluster)

1. Statement by Curriculum Director or District Reading First Coordinator indicating (1) Name of the Reading First approved Basal Reading Programs in use in the designated Reading First elementary school (i.e., 2002 edition or later of one of the following programs-Harcourt, Houghton-Mifflin, Scott-Foresman or Open Court), and (2) statement assuring that all students in grades K-2 in the school receive this basal program, with or without accommodations. 
2. Reading First-based curriculum map used by district to guide ELA instruction at the RF school.  
3. Current-year DIBELS student group summary for K-2 (spring assessment) chart.  (This can be contained in the current year Re-application and Evidence of Compliance Report.)
NOTE:  Districts with Reading First schools
 have two options for required Category III evidence of English Language Arts alignment for the K-2 grade cluster.  

Option A: the seven listed elements of evidence shown on the Local Curriculum alignment Scoring Rubric (DDOE/502/Form 2), Category III, Column 2

Or

Option B:  the three Reading First evidence items listed above.
