Packet preparation and Mailing

· Complete and place on the top of the district evidence packet the Packet Cover Sheet (DDOE/502/Form 1) found in this mailing.  Check the categories of evidence enclosed, and clearly mark each district document so that reviewers can readily identify them for our review.

· Packet may consist of paper or CD-ROM or combination of both.

· District Evidence Packet must be mailed/delivered to Director, Curriculum Development Workgroup, Delaware Department of Education no later than August 10, 2007.  

Additional notes on Evidence Categories

Category I (Required) Student DSTP Assessment Analysis

As noted on the scoring rubric, this must address the DSTP district score profile sent to the district Curriculum Director earlier this school year.  A further copy of this document is enclosed with this mailing.
It is permissible to submit portions or adaptations of the district’s most recent evaluation report of the district consolidated application, so long as the data and narrative address the requirements of Category I on the alignment scoring rubric (DDOE/502/Form 2).
Category II   Survey of Enacted Curriculum (SEC)

Refer to DDOE/502/Form 2 Alignment Scoring Rubric for required information from completed

Category III Scope & Sequence with Units, Assessments, Standards/GLE’s Matrix
This evidence category has undergone some modification, including details previously contained in an early version of Category IV.  Please review the required elements on the District Curriculum Alignment Review form/Packet Cover Sheet (DDOE/502/Form 1) and the Local Curriculum Alignment Review/Unit Alignment Rubric (DDOE/502/Form 3).   Note that three units and their corresponding unit assessments are required for the two Elementary grade cluster levels.  At the secondary level, three units and their corresponding unit assessments must be submitted for each of two courses in the content area.  DDOE reviewers will use the Unit Alignment Rubric (DDOE/502/Form 3) to review submitted units and corresponding assessments.  Note the details of scoring on Form 3.     

Category IV External Curriculum Audit Report

Refer to DDOE/502/Form 2 Local Curriculum Alignment Scoring Rubric for required information for this Category.  DDOE will look for the submitted external Curriculum Audit Report to have sufficient detail to demonstrate aligned curriculum in place for all students.  Brief Report summaries lacking unit/assessment detail will not be satisfactory.

Category V   Benchmarking Assessment System with Scope & Sequence, plus Sample Units

Refer to DDOE/502/Form 2 Local Curriculum Alignment Scoring Rubric for required information for this Category.
Documentation of Curriculum for Student Subpopulations served in self-contained programs

Regulation 502 calls for documentation of alignment for district student subpopulations in settings with a different curriculum than the regular classroom.  Some examples include self-contained programs for special education, gifted, or ESL student groups.  If the district offers programs of this type, it is required to submit evidence of aligned curriculum, using Categories II-V on the Local Curriculum Alignment Scoring Rubric (DDOE/502/Form 2)

Documentation of Teacher involvement in curriculum alignment preparation

Regulation 502 requires districts to submit evidence of direct teacher involvement in development of aligned curriculum.  Districts can elect to submit summary documents regarding teacher attendance in curriculum development work projects, or other activities clearly related to the evidence.  Teacher involvement in the Surveys of Enacted Curriculum is evidenced by the number of teachers with completed surveys (shown on SEC report page).  Teacher involvement in an external curriculum audit should be summarized by the contractor.  Teacher involvement in a Benchmarking System can be demonstrated by a list of all teachers utilizing the assessment system in their instructional planning.
