In the sports of football and wrestling the lower limit for determining whether a school is Division I is the school with the smallest student count in the Blue Hen Flight A and Henlopen North Conferences.  In the sports of cross country and outdoor track Division I schools shall be the 15 schools with the largest student count and the remainder of DIAA member schools will be classified as Division II.  The September 30 DOE certified student count in even numbered years shall be used to determine student count and shall consist of all students who, if eligible, would participate at that school including any special needs students.  Single gender schools shall double their student count to determine enrollment.  Based on these criteria for the 2009-2010 and 2010-2011 school years all schools with student counts of 1,157 or higher shall be Division I in football and wrestling.  For cross country and outdoor track the fifteen largest schools are:
