Conversion Factors

Conversion is required if there are multiple income sources with more than one frequency (Example: a ‘monthly’ Social Security check and a ‘weekly’ wage stub), the Sponsor must annualize all income by multiplying: 

· Weekly income by 52; 

· Bi-weekly income (received every two weeks) by 26; 

· Semi-monthly income (received twice a month) by 24; 

· Monthly income by 12
