News Release for Open Sites
Federal regulations require that each sponsor of the Summer Food Service Program annually issue a news release announcing sponsorship of the program.  The news release must be submitted to the local media for a possible free public announcement.  If the media does not provide this service free, it is not required that the sponsor pay for the announcement.  Submitting the announcement of participation in the program will fulfill federal requirements.  A copy of the news release submitted for publication must be attached to your Summer Food Service Program Application Packet along with a list of names and addresses of the media to whom the release was sent.

If all meals are provided to needy children in eligible areas and regular sites are considered “open” to any participants, use the following release:
