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Curriculum Highlights

The K through 8th grade curriculum of Newark Charter School is a challenging combination of the Core Knowledge scope and sequence, developed by the 
Core Knowledge Foundation, the Common Core State Standards; and the State of Delaware's Content Standards.  The curriculum framework identifies 
grade-specific content to be studied, and it is a logical complement to the Content Standards.
